The first stamp in the world was an English stamp. It was made in 1840 to pay the postage on

letters going to different parts of the country.

Stamps are always interesting because they have pictures on them of the
countries they came from; pictures of animals and birds living in jungles or on faraway islands;

A stamp collection is not only a good textbook of history and geography. It is also a source of

information on many other subjects.

Sometimes there are mistakes on stamps. For example, the St. Kitts and Nevis stamp, issued in

1903, showed Christopher Columbus looking through a telescope, an instrument which was unknown
in his day. On a German stamp, issued in 1956 in commemoration of the composer Schumann, the
music printed on the stamp was not written by Schumann.
